He is a noted lecturer and has been invited to speak at numerous
schools including: Yale, John Hopkins University, UCLA, MIT, Berklee College of Music, University
of Chicago and many others. Yuval has been on the faculty of Esalen Institute, is an affiliated artist with
the Center for Jewish Culture and Creativity, and a “Guiding Voice” for Seven Pillars — House of
Wisdom. Yuval's first book Divine Attunement: Music as a Path to Wisdom won the Gold Medal for
Best Book in the Spirituality Category at the Indie Book Awards 2015.
